CRICKLADE MODEL FLYING CLUB

POLICY FOR THE CARE OF CHILDREN & VULNERABLE ADULTS

1.
For the purposes of this Policy a child is any person under the age of 18.  A vulnerable adult is any person whose mental and/or physical attributes demand a higher than normal level of supervision.  Club activities include model flying, model construction or repair, organised Club meetings, and transport to and from any of these activities.

2.
Any child or vulnerable adult involved in Club activities, either as a member or a guest, must be supervised by a responsible adult at all times.  The responsible adult must be either the parent, guardian or recognised carer or, if the person is a child, a senior member of the Club who has been cleared to work with children in accordance with the BMFA's approval procedure.  Such members are hereinafter referred to as BMFA cleared members.  The supervision of vulnerable adults by Club members may be arranged through the BMFA's approval procedure should the need arise. 

3.
BMFA cleared members must possess a current copy of this Club Policy and of the BMFA Policy, Procedures and Guidelines for the Promotion of the Welfare and Care of Children and Vulnerable Adults in Model Flying (hereinafter referred to as the BMFA Policy).  Such members must have read and understood both documents and abide by their requirements.

4.
The written approval of the parent, guardian or recognised carer must be obtained before any BMFA cleared member takes sole responsibility for a child.  Approval must be obtained on the appropriate Club form and a copy of the form, signed by the parent, guardian or carer must be held by the Club Secretary.  If any special conditions are included on the approval form, such as health considerations or limitations governing who of the Club's BMFA cleared members may supervise the child, these must be made known to all of the Club's BMFA cleared members by the Club Secretary so that they are warned accordingly.   

5.
Any senior member of the Club may assist a child or a vulnerable adult in the pursuance of Club activities provided that a responsible adult, as defined above, is present and retains overall responsibility.  No member should agree to give assistance unless he/she is confident that the care and welfare of the child will not be jeopardised. 

6. It is the duty of all members to respect the rights and dignity of children and vulnerable adults and to promote their welfare.  It is the responsibility of all members to ensure the safety of such persons at club activities.

7.  If any member engaged in Club activities suspects that a child or vulnerable adult, who is a Club member or a guest, is unsupervised, then that member should take temporary control.  If they suspect such persons are being abused (abuse could be any situation in which the person is subjected to unnecessary risk or physical or metal ill-treatment) they should inform the responsible adult.  If the member has grounds for continuing concern he/she must report the matter to one of the Club’s BMFA cleared members, who must then pursue the matter in accordance with the BMFA policy.

8.  No member shall place in the public domain any personal detail or photographic image of a child involved in any Club activity unless the written permission of the parent(s), guardian or carer has first been obtained by the Club Secretary.
